Standing Rules 2015-2016
1. The name of the organization is Olympic High School PTSA 1.3.60

2. The date of incorporation is October 20, 1999. It was assigned corporation number 2-90684803.  Annual renewal date is October 31st, and the President and Treasurer shall be responsible for renewing it.  The registered agent for the corporation is the Washington State PTA.  

3. OHS PTSA EIN Number can be found in our legal notebook. OHS PTSA is a 501(C)(3).
4. OHS PTSA shall annually carry General Liability and Officer Liability insurance for the protection of the members and the board.  

5.  The elected officers of the OHS PTSA executive committee shall be:  President/Co. President, Vice President/Co-Vice President, Secretary/Co-Secretary and Treasurer.
6.  The standing committees for OHS PTSA are, but not limited to: Membership and Staff Appreciation.
7.  Chairpersons of the standing committee, along with the executive committee, will be known as the “Board of Directors”

8.  If an officer or committee chairperson misses two consecutive general membership meetings without prior approval of the president, he/she is dismissed from the position.  Attendance will be taken at all meetings.

9.  Chairpersons are responsible for obtaining committee members from the local unit membership lists.  

10.  The President is an ex-officio member of all committee’s except the nominating and audit committees.

11.  The nomination of officers will take place in April of each year.  Election of officers will take place in May of each year.  Election of officers will take place either at a general membership meeting or by electronic proxy (e-poll). Installation of officers will take place in June of each year.  To facilitate transition to the new position, electees will commence sharing duties with the incumbents upon election, and will assume full responsibility by July 1.  All files will be turned over to the new officers by August 1. 
12.  OHS PTSA will approve its annual operating budget at a spring general membership meeting. 
13.  There shall be two financial reviews per year, one in January and another in July.
14.  The signatures of three (3) elected officers shall be on the authorized banking signature card for OHS PTSA.
15.  OHS PTSA meetings are open to all interested community members, but the privilege of making motions, debating or voting is limited to the membership.

16.  Monthly Board meetings will be held by concordance of the Board and posted. 
17.  General membership meetings may be held at Olympic High School for the purpose of approving the budget, electing officers, approving the Standing Rules.  
18.  General Membership meetings will be held in autumn, winter and spring quarters.  There shall be a minimum of three general membership meetings during the school year.  

19.  The President shall prepare an agenda for all board and general membership meetings.  

20.  Golden Acorn Awards(s) shall be presented annually to an outstanding volunteer(s). There will be three (3) categories.  
21.  Voting delegates to the Central Kitsap PTA/PTSA council shall be the President and three authorized delegates. 

22.  The General Membership gives permission to the PTSA Board to make additions, deletions and changes to the approved budget of not more than $1,000 per budget line item.

23.  The Standing rules shall be adopted annually by a majority vote at the first general membership meeting.  Copies of the approved Standing Rules will be with the legal notebook. The Standing Rules may be amended at any general membership meeting by a two-thirds vote, or if a previous notice is given by majority. 
24.  These Standing Rules are construed to supplement and o supersedes the Washington State PTA By-Law; the Uniform By-Laws are controlled.  

25.  The Treasurer for the current school year will be responsible for any and all government related forms to be submitted on time for the previous school year and must report to the board in the month prior to the due date/s that such submissions are in progress and near completion.  
26.  The President and /or Vice President will keep a calendar of such deadlines and contact the Treasurer one-week prior to the due date/s to insure completion, accuracy, and on-time submission.  

27. WA State PTA Standards of Excellence will be completed by October 31, by 2 officers.
