1. Parent Focus – Next Parent Focus/General Membership- Meeting focus around Law enforcement relating to internet safety, cyber bulling to always be aware of your surroundings.  Mentioned the Ridgetop incident of the school intruder.  Cindy Ninemire suggested having the police department coming to the school in March to discuss the hazards of students using vapor cigarettes, drugs and alcohol with teens.  Police bring a drug sniffing dog to school.  Locate sites of where parents can go to seek support for these topics.  
2. January Department Recognition – Special Ed dept.
3. Levy Support – Hazel Bauman will discuss the importance of passing the Levy this year. Central Kitsap Voters are asked to support a school levy that would generate $20.8 million each year to help fund school district operations.  Additionally if passed CK schools could benefit earning up to $29.8 million supported by State and Federal funds.  If Levy doesn’t pass schools would have a significant impact on students and staff.  Programs such as activities, athletics, special education, elective courses, libraries music textbooks instructional materials, teachers and staff to transportation could be eliminated or severely reduced.
