Mr. Barnes – Provided the update regarding the Town Hall Meeting March 25th was directed for Senior Parents.  There were approximately 90 people in attendance. Counselors Dan Kontos, Keri Williams provided information regarding available scholarships and encouraged parents and students to stop by make an appointment for further questions or concerns.  
Senior Parents provided a root beer float fundraiser to help support Grad Night trip to Silverwood Theme Park Boulder Beach Water Park in Idaho June 14-16th.  
Mr. Barnes discussed the opportunity Olympic High School has in being awarded the NMSI Grant.  The program, called the National Math and Science Initiative, would be administered in the form of a grant to the Central Kitsap School District if it goes forward. Its goal is to increase the number of students participating in and passing Advanced Placement classes in English, Math and Science.  NMSI would provide additional training and resources for teachers in these AP subjects, as well as additional resources for students, such as one-on-one tutoring and open weekend study sessions.  Along with these resources and development programs, NMSI would provide students, teachers and administrators with a financial incentive based on student success.
Students would have either half or all of their test expenses ($87 per test) covered and would earn $100 for passing an AP test in one of the select subjects. Teachers could earn $1,000 for reaching their class goal and $100 for each individual student who passes the AP test. School administrators would qualify for $3,000 if the entire school meets its goal, and the school itself would qualify for $5,000 and $25 for every student enrolled in one of the three AP subjects. The three-year grant is funded by donations from the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation, Boeing, Exxon Mobil and other corporations and individual donors. The goal is to increase performance on AP tests to create more students interested in pursuing careers involving math and science The Kitsap programs would last three years approximately totaling $450,000 in Grant funds. Participating schools would work to increase publicity their AP programs, recruit students and supply data to NMSI. Currently with the Union under negotiations.   There has been some public attention as not all teachers support this offer.
