1. CKPTSA Report – Teachers’ union promotes class size initiative for fall ballot.  The Washington Education Association (WEA) formerly endorsed Initiative 1351. WEA spent $250,000 towards initiative. Legislature has failed to make adequate progress toward reducing class sizes, and Washington’s students are packed into classrooms ranked 47th out of 50 states   Getting I-1351 on the ballot will take work. Supporters need to collect 350,000 voter signatures by July 3.  Once it qualifies, I-1351 will be on the Nov. 4 ballot. Class Size Counts, a community organization, is the initiative sponsor. The initiative reduces class sizes for all grades. For example, I-1351 would reduce class sizes 25 to of 17 students per class in K-3, and 15 per class in high-poverty schools. The initiative also will reduce caseloads by funding additional education staff associates such as counselors and nurses, plus additional classified educators such as office assistants, custodians and paraprofessionals.
2. Dream Act” - Gov. Jay Inslee signed into law the state’s version of the “Dream Act” to expand financial aid.  On Feb. 18, the House of Representatives gave final legislative approval to the bill, which also provides an additional $5 million to the “State Need Grant Program” for financial aid for qualified low-income students.   The new law could grant scholarship money to “any person who has completed the full senior year of high school,” and had lived in Washington state at least three years.
3. Dorothy Tubberville Scholarship applicants need to apply by May 5th.  There is an $18,154 available scholarship fund.  
4. O’Neill Fundraiser – April 24th 6-8pm.  Andrea will provide teachers more information to staff to encourage participation at the fundraiser.  A Jazz Benefit Concert in Forum.
